What is a 'Digital Leader'?

A Digital Leader is a pupil who is part of a Digital Leaders Team within a school, whose role it is to support the use and to further the development of ICT in school. Having been assembled through an application process and interview, the Digital Leaders would meet regularly with on-going training and support given to develop specific areas of ICT expertise. These areas should be determined to meet the wider educational or practical needs of the school and its wider community.

TGMS Digital Leader
Interested children will need to apply for the position and interviews will be held before appointing Digital Leaders from Years 4, 5 and 6.  The team will then meet regularly once a week during (Thursday) lunch time. 

Pupils are then given training and support to develop specific areas of ICT expertise. Once a pupil gains an area of expertise, staff may then request the use of the Digital Leader for a variety of different roles.

Typically, things that may be performed by a Digital Leader could be:

· Give out the iPads/Chromebooks in class
· Collect iPads/Chromebooks at the end of the day and charge
· Help other students during lessons that incorporate the ICT resources
· Share their skills and expertise with other pupils, classes and teachers.
· Set up ICT equipment in classrooms for teachers.
· Attend and lead Coding Club (in future) and external computing events.
· Support teachers in using ICT in the classroom.
· Create how-to video help guides (using Book Creator or iMovie) for different
audiences e.g. different classes or year groups to support teaching and learning.
· Conduct Online Safety Assemblies
